If elections were held today, are you confident that the people would affirm your
presidency.

Suspendxng for the moment the present inevitable discomfort of the Russian
people in switching from a command economy to a demand economy, and from an
authoritarian communist system to a democratic one, do Qou think the average
Russian is better off today than two years ago? Do you thmk that the worst of the
turmoil is over? Or, is the worst yet to come? i

How important in the current instability is the fact that the Congress of People’s
Deputies is largely comprised of holdovers from the Communist Party who have
not been popularly elected?

You have said that the Commonwealth of Independent States is unable to fulfill the
hopes invested in it and asked for stronger military and economic ties among the
member states. What, exactly, do you envision?

How big is the risk that Russia could come apart as a result of the drive for
autonomy by various groups? How will you deal with that?

Do you see any solution to the ethnic and religious flare-ups bedeviling some of
the republics?

Looking back, what would you have done differently in the areas of price
liberalization and the pace of reform?

The Central Bank's recent precipitous currency reform measures resulied in
such an uproar that the program had to be compromised. Do you foresee another
attempt to complete the program?

What was the ultimate goal of your voucher system? To create millions of owners

in a Utopian sense--or to foster the type of ownership in particular businesses
that sparks the work ethic found in capitalist countries?
