- The Sakharov Archives were formed by

the Public Commission for the
Preservation of the Legacy of

Andrei Sakharov — the Sakharov
Foundation, a non-governmental
international public organization
registered with the Russian Ministry of
Justice. The premises for the Archives
were provided by decree of the

Moscow City Council and the
Government of Moscow. Funds

for remodeling the premises, current
expenses, equipment, and staif salaries
in the period from the receipt

of the premises through the opening
ceremony on May 21, 1994 were
provided by the National Endowment
for Democracy (USA) and a

Russian sponsor, Mr. Ye. Gurvich.

The Archives collect, store and
catalogue documents pertaining to
Sakharov's life and activities, as well
as materials on the history of

the dissident and human rights
movements in the USSR which concern
Andrei Sakharov.

The materials in the Archives mainly
cover the period from the beginning of
this century to the present, but there
are also copies of documents dating
back to 18th and 19th centuries. They
concern the history of Sakharov's family
and his own life, scientific work,

and public and political activities.
Typed and hand-written manuscripts of
published works, with hand-written
corrections, as well as unpublished
papers and materials published

only in part or reproduced from
secondary sources (books, articles,
interviews, open letters and appeals)
and unfinished are the most valuable
assets of the Archives.

In addition, there is a collection ol many
of Sakharov's published works in
Russian and in other languages, as well
as books and articles on Sakharov.

The Archives also possesses a vast
collection of letters addressed to
Sakharov, photographs, audio and

video recordings, and other materials.
The Archives is gathering materials

for an exhibition on Sakharov and

the human rights movement. This
exhibition will be housed in the Peace,
Progress and Human Rights Center,
which is being established by the
Public Committee for the Preservation
of the Memory of Andrei

Sakharov — The Sakharov Foundation.
All materials stored in the archives

are the property of Elena Bonner.

At present, materials in the Archives are
being indexed and catalogued. Upon
completion of this project, the

Archives will provide scholars access
to it's resources.

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Andrei Dmitrievich Sakharov was born in Moscow on
May 21, 1921. His father, Dmitry Ivanovich Sakharov, was
a professor of physics and the author of a well-known text-
book and a number of popular science books. His grand-
father, Ivan Nikolayevich Sakharov, the son of an archpri-
est of the city of Arzamas, was a lawyer in the Moscow
District Court. As an attorney, he took part in many crimi-
nal and political trials. He was an active member of the
Party for Constitutional Democracy (the Cadets), and one
of the party’s candidates in the elections to the second
State Duma. He was an author of the book Against Capital
Punishment. Andrei Dmitrievich’s grandmother, Maria Pet-
rovia Sakharova (nee Domukhovskaya) was born into an
aristocratic family from the Smolensk region.

Sakharov’s mother was Ekaterina Alexeevna Sakharova
(nee Sophiano). Her father, Alexei Semyonovich Sophiano,
came from a military family, and was a soldier himselt
who retired from the army as a lieutenant general in 1917.
His grandfather, born on the Greek island oi Zeya, had be-
come a Russian citizen and was granted a title by Catheri-
ne II. Andrei Sakharov’s maternal grandmother, Zinaida
Evgrafovna Sophiano (nee Mukhanova), came irom an old
noble family, the Mukhanovs, who can trace their peerage
back to the 16th century.

Andrei Sakharov’'s godfather, Alexander Borisovich Gol-
denveizer, was a famous musician. (For more details about
Andrei Sakharov’s ancestors, see Znamya, number 12, 1993).

Andrei Sakharov spent his childhood and adolescence
in Moscow. His family lived on Granatny Lane, in the
apartment which his grandfather had once rented, and
which became a communal apartment after the revolution.
Andrei received his elementary education at home, where
his father gave him lessons in math and physics. He began
attending school in the seventh grade and graduated with
excellent marks in 1938, when he enrolled in the Department
of Physics of Moscow University. In the summer of 1941, he
was rejected for health reasons by the Military Academy,
which many of his fellow University students had joined.
Upon graduating from the University in Ashkhabad in 1942,
he was sent to work for the Ministry of Munitions. Starting
in 1942, he worked in a munitions factory as a research
engineer, and developed several innovations in the field of
quality control methods. In 1943 he married Claudia Ale-
xeevna Vihireva (1919—1969). In 1972 he married Elena
Georgievna Bonner (born in 1923).

At the end of 1944, he began his graduate work through
a correspondence program of the Lebedev Physics Institute
of the Academy of Sciences (FIAN), and became a full-time
student in 1945. His research advisor was Igor Evgenyevich
Tamm, who later had become an Academician and a Nobel
laureate. Soon after receiving his Candidate degree in 1943,
Andrei Sakharov was assigned to a research team developing
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thermonuclear weapons. Sakharov is often referred to as
«the father of the hydrogen bomb», but in his view this title
does not accurately reilect the contributions of the whole
development team. In 1950, he began work with Igor Tamm
on controlled thermonuclear reactions. They proposed the
idea of magnetic coniinement of plasma and made the basic
design calculations for controlled thermonuclear reactions.
These works were presented by Igor Kurchatov at the Har-
well conference in Great Britain, and are considered to be
classics in the field. In 1952 he proposed the idea of using
magnetic cumulation to produce super-strong magnetic
fields, and in 1961 Sakharov proposed using laser comp-
ression to produce controlled-impulse thermonuclear reac-
tions. Sakharov authored several key works in cosmology,
including «Barionic Asymmetry of the Universe», «Multi-
sheet Models of the Universe», «Cosmological Models of
the Universe with Reversed Arrow of Time», as well as
works on field theory and elementary particle physics. In
1953 he was elected a full member of the Academy of Scien-
ces of the USSR.

According to Sakharov, his public activism began in the
period irom 1956—62, when he spoke out against atmos-
pheric nuclear testing. He was one of initiators of the Mos-
cow Test Ban Treaty, concluded in 1963. In 1964 Sakharov
spoke out against Lysenko and his school. In 1966 he signed
a joint statement aimed at preventing the restoration of the
cult of Stalin. In 1968 he wrote a long essay, «Thoughts on
Progress, Peaceful Coexistence and Intellectual Freedomy,
in which he argues lor the necessity of convergence — the
rapprochement of the socialist and capitalist systems — as
the basis for progress and the preservation of World peace.
20 million copies of this book have been printed in the
West. After the publication of this book, Sakharov was de-
nied access to secret projects in the closed city of Arza-
mas-16, where he had worked for 18 years. In 1969, he
returned to scientific research at FIAN. At this time Sakha-
rov donated his savings, 139 thousand rubles, to the Red
Cross towards the construction of the Oncology Center in
Moscow.

[In November, 1970, Sakharov became a founder of the
Committee for Human Rights. In later years he spoke out in
defense of prisoners of conscience and basic human rights —
the right to receive and disseminate information, freedom of
conscience, freedom of travel, and freedom of movement
within the country. At the same time, he irequently spoke on
issues of disarmament, as the only independent professional
expert on the subject in the countries of the socialist bloc. In
the summer of 1975 he published the book The Country and
the World. In October 1975 Andrei Sakharov was awarded
the Nobel Peace Prize. «Sakharov not only effectively and
uncompromisingly struggled against the abuse of power in
all its torms, but with equal energy defended the ideal of a
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state founded on the principle of justice for all. Sakharov
convincingly expressed the idea that only respect for human
rights may serve as the basis for real and long-term coope-
ration». (Definition the Nobel Committee of Norwegian
Storting of October 10, 1975). In his Nobel lecture, delivered
by Elena Bonner in Oslo, Sakharov stated: «Peace, Progress,
and Human Rights — these goals are inseparably linked and
none of them can be attained if another is ignored».

On January 22, 1980, Sakharov was exiled to Gorky
without a trial. At the same time, by decree of the Supreme
Soviet of the USSR he was stripped of his three Hero of the
Soviet Union awards (which he had received in 1953, 1956,
and 1962) and, by decree of the Council of Ministers, he was
deprived of the State Prize and the Lenin Prize (awarded in
1953 and 1956, respectively). Sakharov’s exile was appa-
rently connected with his sharp criticism of the Soviet inva-
sion of Afghanistan in December, 1979.

In Gorky, in spite of strict isolation, he continued his
public activism and scientific work. Here he produced his
article «The Threat of a Thermonuclear War», his open letter
to Leonid Brezhnev on Aighanistan, and his appeal to Mikhail
Gorbachev on the necessity of releasing all prisoners of
conscience. He also completed four scientific works while in
Gorky. The most important of them was «Cosmological
Transition with Transformation of Metrics Signature» (Jour-
nal of Experimental and Theoretical Physics, 1984, v. 87,
pp 375—383). In Gorky he held four long hunger strikes to
protest the pressure placed upon his family by the KGB. In
Gorky, the KGB stole twice the manuscripts of his memoirs,
as well as scientific and personal diaries and other papers.
He was permitted to return from Gorky in December, 1986.

On February 14—15, 1987, he spoke on the issues of
disarmament at the International Forum for a Nuclear-iree
World and Disarmament, and proposed the idea of «two-
track strategy» («unlinking») division of package» (that
is, discussing the issue of European missile reduction sepa-
pately from the issue of SOI). This proposal was adopted
by Gorbachev two weeks aiter being presented by Sakharov.
At the Forum, he also spoke on reducing the armed forces
of the USSR and about the saiety of nuclear energy. In 1988,
Andrei Sakharov was elected honorary chairman of the
«Memorial» society and made significant efforts to gain its
official recognition.

In March, 1989, he was elected to the Congress of People’s
Deputies and, as a member of its Constitutional Commission,
presented a draft for a new Constitution of the USSR on
November 27, 1989. The drait was based on the concept of
the individual rights and the equal right of all nations to
statehood.

Andrei Sakharov was a foreign member of the Academies
of Sciences of the US, France, Italy, the Netherlands,
Norway, and other countries, and received honorary docto-




rates from many universities of Europe, America and Asia.

Andrei Sakharov died on December 14, 1989 and was
buried in Vostryakovskoye cemetery in Moscow.

During Sakharov’s life, only his articles and interviews
from 1987—89 were published. In 1990, the general public
first became acquainted with the writings of Andrei Sakha-
rov. But it was 1991, the 70th anniversary of his birth, when
his works became available to the public. During 1990—1991,
in preparation for the anniversary the following main works
of Andrei Sakharov were published: «Memoirs» (Znamya
10, 11, 12—1990, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 —1991), «Gorky and Beyond»
(Znamya 9, 10—1991), Elena Bonner’s book on the Gorky
exile («Post-scriptums», Moscow, Inter-Book 1990), collec-
tions of articles and speches: «Peace, Progress and Human
Rights» (Moscow, Sovetsky Pisatel, 1990), «Concern and
Hope» (Moscow, Inter-Verso, 1990), «/nterviews » (Zvezda 1,
5, 10—1991). The following collections of papers were also
published: «Constitutional Ideas of Andrei Sakharov» (Mos-
cow, Novella, 1990), Andrei Dmitrievich (Moscow, Terra,
1990), «Sakharov Pro et Contra» (Moscow, Pik, 1991), «Es-
says for a Scientific Portrait: Sakharov as Seen by Friends
and Colleagues» (Moscow, Mir, 1991), and «Sakharovsky
Sbornik» (Moscow, Kniga, 1991). «A Man and a Legend.
Image of Andrei Sakharov in Public Opinion». All-Union
Poll of the Center for Public Opinion Studies (VTzIOM) is
published as a brochure (Moscow, Information Agency
Data, 1991). Andrei Sakharov’s books «Memoirs», and
«Gorky and Beyond» have been translated into English,
German, French, Italian, Danish, Dutch, Japanese, and
other languages.
