Dear Mr, President,

It gives me great pleasure to inform you, on behalf of the World Jewish Congress,
that this week the nominating committee of the Human Rights Award has unanimously
¥ recommended that you be the recipient of its 1992 award.

The World Jewish Congress - some of whose representatives, including my President
Mr. Edgar Bronfman, you met in Moscow - is the roof body of world Jewry. It
sponsors the award which is made to outstanding world leaders in recognition of their
contribution to the advancement of human rights.

It is I believe, the premier award that world Jewry can provide as a token of its
gratitude and apprecmtmn to those who have achieved a distinguished record in the
promotion of human rights.

Here in Australia, the representative of the World Jewish Congress, The Australian

- Institute of Jewish Affairs, three years ago presented the award to the Prime Minister
of Australia, Mr. Bob Hawke, for the key role he played in drawing international
attention to human rights abuses worldwide, and in particular in the Soviet Union
under the old regime. This award took place in the presence of 3,000 people and
with the participation of leaders of the World Jewish Congress, including Edgar
Bronfman, as well as a number of the former leaders of Soviet Jewry who have since
settled in Israel.

This year, the second recipient of the award was Czechoslovakia’s Mr. Alexander
Dubcek, in recognition of the first small step he took more than 20 years ago towards
helping to achieve the gigantic revolution that you, Mr, Yeltsin, have achieved in the
Soviet Union.

The award to Mr. Dubcek was also made in the presence of a large audience, with the
involvement of the Prime Minister of Australia, the Foreign Ministex, the Leader of
the Opposition, and the head of the Trade Union Movement.

The Human Rights Award, if you accept it, will be made at a ceremnny attended by
thousands of people, mcludmg Australia’s pohtlr:al leadership as well as the major
leaders of World Jewry, among them Mr. Edgar Bronfman and other leaders who will
come especially to Australia for the occasion.
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Needless to say, this will be a showcase event and will receive major international
media coverage.

We would therefore be greatly honoured if you would consent to accept the award
during your planned visit to Australia early next year,

We can think of no more worthy candidate than yourself. The courage and fortitude
you displayed in the face of the forces of darkness that threatened your country last

month have earned you the deepest gratitude and esteem of men of goodwill
throughout the world,

I sincerely hope you will be able to honour us by permitting us to express our
gratitude in this way. I have no doubt that the Australian Government, which
recognises the importance of the Human Rights Award and has always strongly

supported it in the past, will be very happy to accommodate the ceremony as part of
your planned visit to Australia.
