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PEACE & FRIENDSHIP COMMEMORATIVE

COINS have been made for centuries the world over from
different metals. There have been many kinds of coins which
are made to commemorate important events or personalities.

Now a unique coin has been made, for peace and friendship in
the world. Only 170,000 will bear the signed authenticity
of the Soviet Peace Committee of the USSR and ICS

Corporation of the United States of America.

The new coin has been issued not by a government but by a
peace movement. It bears the legend in Russian and in
English: 1 Rouble Razoruzheniya - Disarmament Dollar - Made
of Missile Metal =~ Accepted as a Token of Friendship -
Prinimaeteya Kal Zank Druzhbi ~ Cdelano iz Matolla Roketi.

The coin has been struck by the Soviet Moscow Mint from the
actual skin of a nuclear missile - Soviet R=-12 (SS-4)
medium-range missile. These missiles were scrapped in the
wake of the Soviet - American (INF) Reduction Treaty signed
in December 1987, history’s first nuclear reduction treaty.

A "Certificate" issued with the coin contains the reassuring
affirmation in Russian and in English that is poses no harm
to your health. The Certificate also states: "The ’‘coin’
is ‘a unique souvenir and cannot be issued as currency."
Yet, in a symbolic way, the coin will be valid worldwide,
and it bide fair to find a valued place in the collection of
coin collectors and with the peace activists in all
countries. Each owner of the coin will be registered to
insure its authenticity and ownership throughout time.

The coins released bear the mint mark - 1988. This was
accomplished under the auspices of the Soviet Peace
committee in cooperation with the Soviet Ministry of
Defense, the Ministry, of Health and the Soviet Moscow Mint.

The Soviet Peace Committee and ICS Corporation have
succeeded in getting the coin minted and also in pioneering
the endeavor of using scrap metal from destroyed nuclear
weaponry for civil purposes which will benefit society.

The first 900 coins are reserved exclusively for
presentation to world leaders, individuals and organizations
who have distinguished themselves in their contributions

toward WORLD PEACE.

The balance of the 170,000 coins are being offered as
collectors items for which proceeds are being dedicated to

worthwhile causes.
